  Participants’ artwork should not be smaller than 8″ X 12″ (21cm X 29.7 cm) – A4 Size
  The submitted entries of the art sheet must have a high-resolution digital image of the entry (jpeg 
format, minimum 300dpi and not exceeding 3 MB).
   The Art Sheet should be filled with the Name, Class with section and School name of the participant.
  The art can be created using freehand, pencil, sketch pens, crayons (including water-soluble, pastel, 
graphite, charcoal pencils).
  The artwork should not be retouched or graphically represented.
 Entries will be shortlisted and judged at the Regional level, Zonal level and National level.
  The Winners will be awarded with the cash prize, Medal, and E-Certificates
  The core judging committee would verify the artworks before the winners are finalized.
   All the participants will receive the e-certificate with the record mentioned after 
  The submitted entries which do not follow these rules will be subjected to disqualification.
  The winning National level participants, schools and colleges will be invited to the Valedictory 
Ceremony followed by the PRESS MEET. 
  Any school/college with over 500+ Registrations will be given - memento, certificate, sponsored food 
packets, press article, and 1 free workshop to the school / College by Eminent artist.
